ANNUAL REPORT FOR 2018

Review of 2018
Kilgore Samaritan Counseling Center celebrated its 30th anniversary serving individuals and families who with struggle mental health wellness challenges. We provide services to all members of our community regardless of their ability to pay, thanks to the generosity of our supporters.

Kilgore Samaritan is a faith-based nonprofit counseling center that recognizes the importance and power of the relationship between a person’s spiritual growth and their emotional and physical well-being. Our services cover a wide range of issues across the socio-demographics spectrum but we have a unique perspective and expertise for children, adolescents, and the elderly. Given our ability to provide faith-based counseling, this sets us apart in guiding our clients who choose to have spiritually based sessions. Our distinguished and highly skilled counselors and therapists, including psychologists, licensed clinical social workers, licensed marriage and family therapists and licensed clinical alcohol and drug counselors, leverage their behavioral science experience, knowledge and understanding to help plot a course to improve quality of life.

Kilgore continues to make great strides as a prominent mental health resource for the community. Our growth has been significant due to our quality mental healthcare services. Some of the highlights in 2018 include 
· Kilgore’s counseling hours increased 30% to 6000 hours, while our Samaritan Fund hours increased 72% to 485 hours. Our net revenues (after Managed Care Organizations apply their discounted rates) were up 20%. Over the past two years, our budget has increased from $335,000 to $663,000. This significant growth is a result of counselors providing quality mental health services, expanding our outreach and an active and engaged Board. We will need to find a new clinician in 2019 to provide therapy services and in addition, we will start providing a medicine management service through a nurse practitioner. We are truly blessed and grateful for the community’s generosity and support.
· Kilgore’s fundraising realized a 20% growth which was spurred by two new events – Kilgore’s Fashion Show and 30th Anniversary where we honored Betty Kilgore Gibbs for her vision to serve those who are least among us. 
· We continued our partnership with the West End School in offering psychological testing, behavioral assessments, and therapeutic music. For 2019, we anticipate expanding our services to the WES with therapy services to the students and their families. 
· Kilgore expanded services in partnering with The Healing Place for the Women’s center and anticipate helping the Men’s center in 2019. In addition, The Healing Place was awarded a $1 million grant which included Kilgore. We will provide traumatic assessments and therapy services in 2019.
· Kilgore continued its focused on addiction and substance use.
· Kilgore has started to review its marketing plan that encompasses market position, messaging, outreach and branding with the wonderful help from PriceWeber. 
· Kilgore has strengthened our referral base but our best referrals come from families, friends and clients which account for over 31%. We serve 67 greater Louisville zip codes and 23 southern Indiana zip codes.
We continued our ministry in assisting those who are least among us especially individuals and families who are in financial distress. The Samaritan Fund is an avenue to help relieve these financially strapped or unemployed individuals, so that they can focus on the guidance we provide them in navigating life’s twists and turns. We are seeing more individuals fall into this category.
Kilgore’s Board and staff are very appreciative of the support from Second Presbyterian, St. Francis in the Fields and the community. Without your prayers, financial support, and volunteer hours, we could not have achieved as much. Needless to say we have a lot to look forward to in serving the community’s mental health needs in 2019. If you or someone you know needs assistance in addressing mental health issues, Kilgore can provide a holistic solution by healing the mind, spirit, and body of an individual and their families. 
Finally, Kilgore wants to express our deepest gratitude and appreciation to Betty Kilgore Gibbs. 2018 marked 30 years of continuing Betty’s vision and through her God’s light shines brightly in caring and nurturing for all of HIS children. We are truly blessed for her leadership and for her love for those who face daily emotional and spiritually challenges. The Rev.
